(OEM) is responsible for coordinating
the preparedness for any major
emergency or disaster affecting the city
of Las Vegas.




What We Do

Develop, revise, and exercise Las Vegas' emergency plans
In coordination with other city departments and allied
agencies.

Manage the city's emergency operations center (EOC) to
provide a coordinated response to disasters and other
emergencies.

Serve as the city's liaison to other agencies relative to
emergency preparedness matters, including federal,
state and county levels of government.

Provide disaster preparedness training community wide.

In coordination with the Office of Communications, ensure
vital information is communicated to the public as
guickly as possible.



How We Got Here

Congressional Act of 1803: First piece of national disaster
legislation.

Federal Disaster Act of 1950: First permanent and general
legislation pertaining to disaster relief.

FEMA created 1979 by President Jimmy Carter.

FEMA elevated to cabinet -level agency in 1993 by President Bill
Clinton.

Department of Homeland Security created 2003 by President
George W. Bush: FEMA absorbed along with 21 other federal
agencies.

All OEM activities are funded by federal grants, administered
by the state Division of Emergency Management.
